Classed as | & Il ease for floating,
it is also a Wild Trout & Championship (required
size 18” & 15”) fishing river, stocked with rainbow
and brown trout. Lovely Bryant Creek is a bass
and catfish stream.

We now have two, 4-6 man rafts which we will
float ONLY from Blair to Dawt (10:00 am run) or
Blair to Riverside (up until 3:00 pm).

Haul to Twin Bridges or Hebron will add 5 or 10
miles respectively to the float. Extra charge for
return to Blair Bridge on 2ND DAY of float. Extra
charge per boat beyond Hammond upriver. We no
longer do these floats on Saturday mornings during
the season.

Floating hours to our landing are 8:30 am to
8:00 pm. Last pickup elsewhere is 7:00 pm.

We reserve the right to shorten your float if
the finish time is later than 7:00 pm.

Any haul causing our driver to return after
7:00 pm will be $5 extra per canoe. We will
start charging a “late” deposit per canoe if this
becomes a problem!

CANOE DAMAGE — In the event a canoe or
equipment is damaged beyond normal wear and
tear, we expect only the repair expense of the
canoe. You will be charged the wholesale price of
lost paddles and life jackets. Insurance can be
purchased for $2 per canoe at time of rental. Does
not cover paddles, life jackets or cushions. $20
deductible. A $25 retrieval fee will be charged for
abandoned or lodged canoes.




ALCOHOL POLICY
